Rules, 1985 (hereinafter referred to as the said rules), the Central Government, hereby notifies that the manufacturers
mentioned in the Table below are permitted to import morphine, codeine, thebaine and their salts (hereinafter called
alkaloids) for use exclusively in manufacture of drugs or formulations to be exported and the said manufacturers shall
comply with the procedure specified in rules 55, 56, 58, 59 and 62 of the said rules, and the following conditions,

eighty days from the date of import which may be extended by a further period not exceeding thirty days by making
an application to the Narcotics Commissioner with the reasons and grounds of such extension provided that the
total period including extension thereof shall not exceed two hundred and seventy days in any case;

any quantity of morphine, codeine, thebaine and their salts or finished formulations for export that remain unutilised
shall be surrendered to the Government Opium and Alkaloids Works.
