(1) Cultivators who had culmvdtnd optum poppy during the rmp ‘ear 2005-06 and tendered an
average yicld of opium of not less than 56 kg/liectare in the States of Madbya Pradesh and
Rajasthan and an average vield of oplum of not less than 49 kp/hectare in Uttar Pradesh.

(1) Cultivators who ploughed back their entire poppy cultivated during the crop year 2005-U6
under the supervision of the Central Bureau of Narcotics 1 accordance with the provisions in this
regard but have not similarly ploughed back their entire poppy crop during 2004-05 also.

(1) Cultivators whose appeal apainst refusal of licence has been allowed after the last date of
settlement in the crop year 2005-06.

(iv) Cultivators who cultivated opium poppy i the crop year 200304 or during any subsequent
crop vear and were ejigible for a licence in the following crop year, but did not voluntarily
obtain the licence for any reason or who atter having obtained licence for the following crop
year, did not actually cultivate opium poppy due to any reason.

3. Conditions of Licence
No cultivator shall be granted licence unless he/she satisfies that, ;

(1) A Minimum Qualifving Yield of 58 kg/hectare in Madhya Pradesh 'nd Raj asthmx and 52

kg"hcctarc in Uttar Pradesh must be tendered during the crop vear 2006-07 to become
eligible for a licence to cultivate opium poppy in the following year ie '()1)7-()8,

(i) Cultivators whe had fully pioughed back their entire mp py during crop year 2005-06
would not be entitled fur licence in the crop vear 2007-08, if they also uproot their crop fully
in the crop year 2006-(

(i11y Cultivators, w hosc Opium for the crop vear 2006-07 15 feund to be ‘water mixed” and of’
consistency lower than 55 degrees will not be eligible for a licence in the next crop year
2007-08

(iv) Cultivators whose opium for the urop vear 2006-07 is found to be adulterated and
classified as 'inferior” by the Govt. Opium & Alkalord Works. Neemuch or Ghazipur will not
be eligible for licence in the next crop year 2007-08.
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0. Condonable limit

If the area actually cultivated is up to 5% inexcess of the heenced area such excess
cultivation may be condoned.
7 Miscellaneous
(U These General Licencing Conditions are without prejudice 1o the right of the
Narcotics  Commissioner/Deputy  Narcotics Commissioner to issuewithhold a licence
whenever it is deemed proper so o do in accerdance with the provisions of the Nareotic
Drugs & Psychotropic Substances Act. 1985 and the Rules made there under.
(i1) ‘The licence will be xuh]ul 1o the condition that any field may be taken over tor Joint
Licit Opium Poppy Survey (JLOPS) that may be conducted by the Government directly or in
collaboration with any specialized Institution or Agency. The cuftivator whose field s
selected tor Joint Ticit Opium Poppy Survey shali be considered for licence tor the next year
if he has tendered the stipulated MQY and is otherwise eligible. The area selected for TLOPS
experiments will not be taken into account while caleulating » ield,
(U1 The licence shall be subject to the I‘m'th"r conditicen that any tield may be selected tor
obtaining poppy straw mlhout extraction of opium. The “ultivators whose fields are selected
for such use shall be ¢ gible for licence for the next crop year, if ()thFWISL cligible,
(iv)  The quantity of opium tendered by a farmer will be caleulated at”707 consistency, on
the hasis of analysis by the Government Opium and Alkaloid W orl\.\ Neemuch and
Ghazipur.
(V) Notwithstanding anything stated above, opium cultivation wili not be allowed in any

village where the number of eligible cultivators s 5 or less. However i respect o t such

villages, wherever possible, the affected cultivators will be glven an option Lo s‘hiti to such
neighbouring village where opium cultivation is permitted.
